Learning Common Words
The plastic pocket contains a large sheet with the words printed on, and 2 copies of each word on smaller cards.  To learn the words, you only need the sheet and one set of the cards.  (Put the extra copy of each word aside for a game of “Memory” or “Snap later on).

Learning the Words

1. Introduce  
Read through the words on the sheet.

2. Match  
Read each card.  As each card is read, give the card to the child who must place it on the correct square on the large sheet.

3. Find  
Say the name of each card for the child to find and give to you.  Cards can be called in random order.

4. Read  
With the cards back in your hand, have the child say the name of each card.  Those they get right put in their pile.  Those not right put in your pile.  Aim is for child to “win” more.  Play to lose!!!!

Pack away to repeat the next night.

                          or

Play a game of “Memory” or “Snap” with the double copies of cards.

Return to school after 3 continuous days of practice.
