It is important to care about and support others and to act with compassion.
Supporting and caring about other people and being compassionate means helping, being kind and thoughtful, giving encouragement, and listening.  It also means being patient and trying to understand.

It is important to co-operate.

Co-operating means working together to achieve something by sharing, communicating, encouraging others, doing your share of the work, making sure everyone’s ideas are heard and negotiating solutions so that everyone gets some of what they want.
It is important to accept that it is okay for people to be different.

Acceptance means acknowledging the right of others to be different to you and learn to live comfortably with and find the positives in the ways in which they are different from you.

It is important to show respect to other people.

Respect is about showing consideration for the rights and feelings of others.  It means treating others as you want them to treat you.  One aspect of respect is good manners.

It is important to be friendly.

Being friendly means being kind and welcoming to others by being interested in them, making eye contact, smiling, taking the time to say hello and talk to them, finding something funny to laugh about together and offering help if they need it.  Being friendly also means including others in activities and conversations even if they are not close friends.
