If you are reviewing a non-fiction book, your review will look slightly different:

· First Paragraph:  Title author, subject summary – tell the audience, in your own words, about the subject. Pick the most important points.

· Second and Third Paragraph:  Opinion – express your thoughts about the book. What was the most interesting thing you learned about the book’s subject? Was the information clear / useful / up-to-date? How did the layout help or hinder the reader? Should the author have included other things?

· Conclusion: Same as for fiction.
