Add 3 more examples to each

Rule 1: To make a verb past tense we add -ed.
Eg.walk > walked.

Rule 2: For words ending in e, only add the d. Eg. race > raced.

Rule 3: Verbs with a short vowel sound followed by a short consonant sound have the
final letter doubled. Eg. fit > fitted, trap > trapped.



[image: image2.png]Rule 4: For words ending in y, change the y to i before adding ed.
Eg. hurry > hurried.

Rule 5: Some verbs use -t.  Eg. weep > wept, sleep > slept.

Rule 6: Some verbs change to become past tense.
Eg. rise > rose, run > ran.
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
