How to play ‘Scrabble Words’

The idea of the game is to make as many words as you can and earn points.

Each player begins with a Scrabble rack.  All letter cards (clusters) are placed faced down in a pile in the middle.  To begin each player takes three cards to place on their rack.  Players then take it in turns to take one card each.  Whenever they can, a player can make a word and place it in order, face up on the floor beside their rack where it stays for the rest of the game.  The more letters in the word, the more points they get for that word.  
2 letter words earn 2 points.
3 letter words earn 3 points.
4 letter words earn 4 points and so on.  
So the harder the word is, the more points you get for it.

Players keep a pad and paper score of the points they’ve earned.  Play continues until no cards are left or no more words can be made.

Word lists, the ‘No Excuses’ book and dictionaries can be used to help or check words
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
