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Have I used the same words in the same sentence or in sentences close by? Do I need to change some of these words?  

Are there any words or sentences that are too weak compared to other parts of the story? ‘Eg. “He ran down the road.” becomes 
“He sprinted, gasping, down the street.”
Are you using words that make the right mood you want in the story? Do the words and phrases that you use help show true feeling for the reader?

Try to use words so you are showing, not telling. Eg. ‘John was angry’ - this is telling; 
‘John clenched his fists’ – this is showing because it puts a picture in the reader’s mind.
